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Students and parents who are considering a Virtual SC class need to read and sign the following guidelines before school approval will be given.

**Please make sure to visit the Virtual SC (VSC) web site (http://virtualsc.org) to familiarize themselves with the policies and procedures of the new Virtual SC program.**
If a VSC class is desired, the following procedures MUST be followed: 
1. Student and/or parent/guardian should determine suitability of the desired course.  Students can meet with his/her school counselor to determine that all prerequisites have been met and this course is a good fit for the student.
2. Student will complete the online learner self-diagnostic and print the results. – (Please visit www.lexington1.net, choose “Academics” select “Virtual School” and “Enrollment Procedures”.
3. Student must create an account with VSC at http://virtualsc.org
4. Parent/Guardian must also create a guardian account with VSC. 

5. Student will request the desired class by following the instructions on the VSC website.  

6. Student will submit the electronic student commitment form to Lexington One Virtual School – (Please visit www.lexington1.net, choose “Academics” select “Virtual School” and “Enrollment Procedures”.
7. Once student has completed their course request:
a. Student will email the online learner self-diagnostic results to their assigned counselor.
****Course requests MUST be approved by the counselor within 72 hours after request is submitted.  It is imperative that the student let their assigned counselor know as soon as they have completed this process or they will have to request the course again.****  
8. Once the school counselor has received the correct information, the school counselor will approve or deny the course selection through the VSC website and Lexington One Virtual School and notify the student. 
9. The student will complete registration for the VSC course using the LexOne VS electronic enrollment form – (This form can be found at www.lexington1.net, choose “Quick Links” near the top right of the page, then select “Virtual School”, scroll down and choose “South Carolina Virtual School Program” and complete number 6.)
10. The student will log-in to his/her VSC account for class placement information. 
PLEASE NOTE:  Students requesting a course for credit recovery must have a final grade of 60-69.  The Credit Recovery grade will replace the failed class with a grade of 70.  If counselor approval is granted before final grades are available (as in the summer registration period), it is the STUDENT’S RESPONSIBILITY to verify they are enrolled in the correct SCVSP class once final grades are posted. 
 If you encounter any problems with your VSC course, you should contact your VSC instructor or the VSC itself.  RBHS school counselors are not affiliated with the VSC and cannot answer specific questions.
